2006 was a year of strategizing, planning,
polishing, and honing our process and protocols
to better meet the needs of children and investi-
gative professionals visiting CornerHouse. We
note the following highlights!

1.

A new webpage found at
www.cornerhouse.mn.org was developed
and launched in November of 2006 through
the gracious and talented dedication of
Mark Ohm, broadening communication
with our community about the Corner-
House multi-disciplinary team process and
our mission to “give children a voice.”

CornerHouse launched a Multi-Session
Interview Pilot Project (MS-RATAC), to
more appropriately address the develop-
mental abilities of very young children,
highly traumatized children, and/or
children with special needs. The revised
protocol allows for an extended develop-
mental assessment of the child’s abilities
from the perspective of the parent/ care-
giver, additional support to caregivers
throughout the interview process, and
additional time in the interview for the inter-
viewer to establish comfort and rapport with
the child. Four multi-session interviews
were completed in 2006.

Children visited CornerHouse for a total of
461 forensic interviews and medical
examinations in 2006, presenting with a
diversity of racial, cultural, develop-
mental and communication experiences
and abilities.
